This 158 story, 175,000 word anthology attempts to identify those events in American history deemed pivotal, or at the very least, to be important, and then locates the newspaper story that offered the best eye-witness account.  Papers covering these events as local news were preferred whenever possible.  These are not necessarily the finest examples of the newswriter's craft, but they are representative of their times.  Many of these accounts, generally from weeklies prior to the Civil War, and from dailies afterwards, were written hastily.  Time and again, the sense of urgency, of momentous events retold in the copy is genuine.  The immediacy, the fact that these news stories chronicle American history literally in the making, gives them a special validity and vitality.

Each article in American Datelines is accompanied by an originally written, approximately 200 word head note to put the story in historical perspective--to set the stage for what follows.

My responsibility on this project was the period from 1704 through 1876, or from the publication in the first English language newspaper in what would become the United States through the Battle of the Little Big Horn.  Research for this section (1704-1876) was conducted principally at the American Antiquarian Library in Worcester, Massachusetts, but also at the UCLA Graduate Research Library in Los Angeles as well as at the Huntington Library in San Marino, California. 
· Shreds and Patches:  Ireland, England and the Third Home Rule Bill of 1914, the history of Anglo-Irish separatism and the establishment of Northern Ireland.  Research and writing completed.  The manuscript of this book (180,000 words) is out for review by prospective publishers in Great Britain and Ireland.

The Government of Ireland Bill, better known as the Third Home Rule Bill, was passed by the British Parliament in 1914, on the eve of the First World War.  Instead of meeting its intended goal of greater Irish autonomy within the framework of the United Kingdom, it let ultimately to the breakup of the United Kingdom and the establishment of both the Republic of Ireland and the British Province of Northern Ireland.

This book not only provides a new understanding of the politics, events and personalities surrounding the struggle for Irish Home Rule, but, in addition, attempts to place current Anglo-Irish relations in a proper historical perspective so as to make clear a situation that for years has seemed to defy clarity.
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Shreds and Patches accomplishes this tall task by parting company with previous retrospective histories on the subject of Anglo-Irish relations on account of its unique reliance on contemporaneously-written British and Irish newspapers as the vehicles for bringing to life the personalities who made the debates on Home Rule—and the occurrences leading up to them—to the reader.  Uniquely, this is history as viewed by eye-witnesses and recorded on a day-to-day basis in the many newspapers—unionist and republican published in both countries, both avowedly non-partisan and self-styled independents, alike.  Indeed, these newspapers remain the best places to find understanding, not only of the events of 1912-1914 when the terms of the Third Home Rule were being debated in Parliament at Westminster, but, more importantly, of the reality of Anglo-Irish relations today.  They were on the scene, at the time, and did not have to rely upon memory to reconstruct what their author-reporters witnessed with their own eyes and heard with their own ears.
Shreds and Patches was researched almost entirely at the Newspaper Library of the British Library, Colindale, North London, which houses the world’s largest collection of 17th through 20th century British and Irish newspapers.  Until very recently, no portion of its collection was available on-line or otherwise electronically, and thus, all newspaper research for this book required numerous trips to London for primary source material, extending by many years the length of time required to complete the manuscript.
